Setting VNI Tan Ky Options

In addition to selecting character sets and toggling the options on the
VNI Tan Ky Toolbar, sometimes you want to customize the accent
key assignments or set certain options in the VNI Tan Ky typing
method. This chapter discusses the above functions.

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Customizing To customize the accent key assignments, follow the steps
the Accent below:

Keys 1. Click the right mouse button on the V button on the

VNI Tan Ky Toolbar.

2. To change an accent key assignment, go to the edit
box for the accent key, press Del (or Delete) to
delete the existing key, then assign a new key.

3. When finished, click OK to accept and close the
dialog box.
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The new accent key assignments will remain in effect until
another change is made.

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With the VNI Tan Ky typing method, you can remove an
accent by striking the same accent key again.

To remove the acute accent in a, strike the key for the
acute accent (the 1 key if the default accent key
assignments were not changed).

You may enable or disable the above option by toggling
the check box Toggle Marks.

W Taadle marks

With the VNI Tan Ky typing method, an accent can be
placed anywhere in the syllable. However, if you are more
familiar with the “Accent First, Letter Next” method which
was widely used during the mid 1980's, you may
experience a problem when typing syllables that begin
with an accented letter in the first position. In this case,
you may see numbers instead.

To avoid this problem, you must inform VNI Tan Ky
whether or not you want to use the “Accent First, Letter
Next” method. To do this, check the Full “Accent First”
box to enable or leave it blank to disable.

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To Auto-Correct VNI Tan Ky can fix the syllables you type to make them
First Consonant conform to Vietnamese spelling conventions. It can auto-
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correct the consonant cluster and the rime cluster of a
syllable.

However, if you frequently use foreign words in their
original forms or names such as “Hong Kong” instead of
“Hong Cong”, you may want to type them as is. In other
words, you do not want VNI Tan Ky to auto-correct the
first consonants in the syllables for foreign names.

In this case, you may limit the auto-correction feature by
de-selecting the Fix Onsets check box.

[~ Fix onsets

When Fix Onsets mode is off, auto-correction still remains
in effect for the rime of the syllable. The first consonant
will no longer be fixed by VNI Tan Ky.

On the other hand, if you transcribe foreign words and
want VNI Tan Ky to help in guaranteeing that the onset
consonants conform to Vietnamese scripture, you should
check the Fix Onsets box.

Capital (upper case) letters are valid only in the followings:

- First consonant
- All capitals

Other forms are invalid. VNI-Tan Ky detects and auto-
corrects the invalid forms of capital letters.

To use this feature, check the Fix Case box.

On the other hand, to type some commercial names such
as WordPerfect, CompuServe, CorelIDRAW, etc., you should
disable this feature.

VNI Tan Ky can warn you with a “beep” sound when a
Vietnamese spelling error is detected.

To use this feature, check the Beep At Errors box.

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On which character do you place the tone mark for the
syllables “hoa”, “khoe”, and *“tuy™

If you follow the aesthetic rule which has been applied in
most books, including dictionaries, until the late 1980's, you
will write “hoa”, “khoe”, and “tuy”. Advocates of this
convention state their reason: to balance the syllable.

Phonetic rule, however, emphasizes that the tone mark
must be placed on the strong vowel instead. For that
reason, the tone marks for the above syllables should be
placed as follows: “hoa”, “khoe”, and “tuy”.

VNI Tan Ky supports both conventions. Either aesthetic or
phonetic convention can be selected in the Tone Mark
Style group.

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Do you want to notate the phoneme i after “qu” in a
uniformed way by either “i” or “y™?

Some people say that since the onset cluster consists of
“qu”, the vowel part consists of only “i”. They point out
that “q” always goes before “u”.

Some other people disagree and say that when the vowel
cluster uy follows the consonant k, we write the consonant
as “gq” and keep writing the rime part as usual (such as
uy, uynh, uyen, etc.) These people ask: Why do we have
to recognize the onset cluster qu while we already have k,
and we already recognize uy in other places (such as
“huy”, “tuy”)? Or in other words, why add the unnecessary
phoneme qu into Vietnamese phonology?

In fact, both “Quy” and “Qui” are widely used for proper
names. Users therefore, need not be forced to apply a
spelling convention.

VNI Tan Ky allows you to select the spelling convention
you want to use or none. Check one of the items in the
group /i/ After “qu”:

—Aid after "gut

If you write “ly tri”, then you do not want to follow the
rule of uniformed spelling. Many write “y” because it is the
way they have learned in school. Many others say that “y”
looks more artistic than *“i”.

If you write “li tri”, then you want to write that way
uniformedly throughout your document. This convention is
advocated by people who attempt to make the Vietnamese
scripture more systematic.

VNI Tan Ky allows you to tell whether you want to follow
a convention. Check one of the items in the group /i/
After Other Onsets.
